When the assets of a decedent's estate are less than the known debts, an insolvency proceeding must be filed to
properly administer the decedent's estate. An insolvency may be commenced in a full administration estate no
sooner than six (6) months following the date of death of the decedent, and after the Inventory and Appraisal has
been filed and approved in this Court.
